The fifth volume in the Princess Diaries series finds Mia Thermopolis, high-school
freshman and Genovian princess-in-waiting, with much on her mind: her fifteenth birthday, her
continuing search for self-actualization, princess lessons with imperious Grandmere, her pregnant
mom’s approaching due date, and, most important, boyfriend Michael’s senior prom.
