I've used Rider-Waite, of course, but | found my energy resonated better with
Thoth after | had done divination for a while. When | saw this deck, however, | felt | needed to have
it, and boy was | ever right. The energy of this deck is unparalleled, and the book is written in a
witty, wonderful, and wholly insightful way. It will reawaken any practiced reader, and gently guide
any new user to the ways of the tarot. And the art on these cards resonates beautifully. | don’t feel
like | have to reach to grasp what they’re trying to tell me. Maybe because it's more modern? Maybe
because they’re almost wholly "positive?" Whatever the reason, | absolutely love this deck and
would recommend it to anyone.

There is so much | love about this deck that | almost donAfA¢A & -A a,¢t know where to
begin.LetAfA¢A & -A &,¢s start with the kit. For years, Llewellyn has produced beautiful decks in
flimsy boxes that donAfA¢A a -A 4,¢t protect the cards. Not anymore. This deck came in a
beautiful set with a sturdier box with a magnetic closure that unfolds across the front. Inside is a
blue ribbon you pull to remove the book and, under it, the cards. Do | still wish the deck itself had a
smaller, fitted box like literally every other brand of tarot deck? Sure. But the box for this set was an
impressive improvement over the boxes IAfA¢A a4 -A 4,¢ve bought from Llewellyn for years.The
book itself is in full color on glossy paper. Each card is reproduced full size next to the text about it. |
love this so much! This has to be the most beautiful companion book for any deck | own. | only wish
my older decks came with books like this.The writing itself is lovely.

This book tells you something concrete
about what each card might actually mean to you in a reading.The cards themselves are styled after
kitschy retro witch postcards, so if thatAfA¢A a -A &,¢s not your thing you probably

Witchy kitsch is one of my favorite
things, so needless to say | love the illustrations.This is a bright cheerful deck with an upbeat
outlook. In the Tower, for example, the proactive witch has burned this down on her own;

There are even
pages to jot down notes. My only worry is in the card stock used for the Tarot which is rather light...if
not very careful | can see them getting bent rather quickly. That being said | would still recommend

these in a heartbeat!

Drawbacks: 1) As ALWAYS seems to be the case with Llewellyn decks, the
card stock is cheap and flimsy. Odd, because the accompanying book is great quality, glossy, with
thick pages and a sturdy binding. C’'mon Llewellyn, get it together with your card stock! 2) The
content of the book itself is lighthearted and humorous. This wouldn’t be a drawback for the
experienced reader because the cards speak for themselves, but for a beginner it provides pretty
shallow interpretations of the cards. With that said, if you're an intermediate to advanced reader with

"witchy" proclivities, you will find much to love with the Everyday Witch.’
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
