This is an absolute waste of space and money. It's a thin pamphlet, with basically a list of



well-known cities in Italy, some landmarks, and a couple of sentences description per entry. No
maps, no photos, no personal experience. No index. No nothin’. The glowing reviews are baffling,
especially the one that says "it clearly provides all information exhaustively with pictorial views to
go." Really? There are no pictures, aside from the cover, which is a stock photo of Venice. I'm
thinking that some of these 'reviews’ may have been written by friends of the author(s), who are
unnamed. The text is in LARGE FONT with lots of spacing, so as to spread out the book’s lack of
detail. This is what your middle schooler might turn in as a last minute report. Here’s a quote: "The
official language in this country is Italian with over 90% of the population fluent in it."If you are the
laziest traveler on the planet, then the book may be for you. But if it's the only one you read, you will
indeed be a Lost Traveler.I've attached photos of some sample pages. Note that the phrases page

has no pronunciations.
