One of the

challenges in reading books on living in another country is finding an author that looks at the place

from a similar perspective as you. I appreciated that she has interests that lump her into the bucket

of "alternative."Also, one of the frustrations when reading books on living in another country is that

there is often a message of

"you-should-sell-all-your-things-and-come-live-here-because-it-is-really-really-wonderful!" A lot of

the most successful expat books and websites sell dreams not reality and what I was looking for

was reality. Schenck, fortunately, did not paint her portrait of Cuenca while wearing rose colored

glasses (or at least she seemed to. I haven't been there yet!). Expats in Cuenca painted a picture of

the ups and downs of living there from the perspective of someone who enjoys the place and

offered enough specifics without bogging down into too much detail.

I've been looking for a book on moving to Cuenca that WASN'T geared only toward retirees...and

this is it (the closest so far). Very informative: full of websites, adressess, emails for further research.

Expats in Cuenca also touches upon thenot so good side of Cuenca in a candid, unopinionated



way.
